	Adults

	· Meet the National Curriculum Objectives
· Generate a buzz around Science (through visitors, trips, clubs, lessons and Science Week)
· Challenge children and generate deep thinking through open – ended questions 
· Allow children to record their observations in different ways (include use of ICT/ Tapestry)
